He decided to build the
mansion, of course close to the tracks and to downtown, but before he finished he passed away. The
history of the family starts there and ends in some ghostly details. (Allow 30 minutes)

Lunch at the Belvidere Mansion Tea Room — The seating capacity at the Tea Room is 30,
so please make reservations. For groups larger than 30, arrangements will be made at another
restaurant.

After lunch stroll to Historic Downtown; plenty of Antique, Unique and Collectible shops
and lots of historic buildings to see.

Depart and tour the Will Rogers Memorial Museum
“Oklahoma’s favorite son” called Claremore home; the Memorial Museum is open 365 days a

year from 8-5 and has a wide variety of exhibits all year long. (Allow 1.5 hours)
